On completion of the examination, please wait for instructions from Invigilator and do not get up from your 
seat until advised. The candidates will be permitted tomove out one at a time only. 
Sitting in the written examination with the E-Admit Card is provisional, subject to satisfying the eligibility 
conditions as given in the advertisement. 
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Candidates are suggested to visit the examination venue, earlier, so that they do not face any problem in 
locating the examination venue and reach the place in time for the examination. 
No Candidate would be allowed to enter the Examination Centre, without E-Admit Card, Valid original ID 
Proof and proper frisking.

other IDs / Photocopies of IDs even if attested / scanned photo of IDs in mobile phone will NOT be 

considered as valid ID Proof.
